5.2. Gaps in Career Guidance

Students lack access to modern and traditional artistic techniques, which limits their
professional prospects. The Art Space will become a platform for acquiring skills that can
form the basis of a future career in arts and crafts.

5.3. Insufficient School Infrastructure

Existing premises are not equipped for quality creative activities. The absence of modern
tools and materials reduces student interest and the effectiveness of teachers' work.

5.4. Social Isolation

Children from disadvantaged families and teenagers with special needs are often
excluded from cultural life. The project's inclusive approach will involve them in creative
activities, promoting social integration and the development of communication skills.
5.5. Environmental Education

The use of secondary materials (e.g., creating clothing from waste) will help foster
children’s responsible attitude towards the environment and popularize ideas of
sustainable development.

The project aims to address these problems by organizing a modern, inclusive, and
multifunctional Art Space, which will become a center of cultural life in the microdistrict
and a platform for the creative growth of youth.

6. Planned Project Implementation Tasks:

6.1. Creation of Modern Infrastructure:

- Conduct capital repairs and zoning of premises for workshops, exhibitions, and
interactive zones;

- Ensure accessibility of the space for people with disabilities (ramps, adapted
workstations).

6.2. Equipping the Art Space with Necessary Equipment:

- Purchase materials and tools for traditional (painting, encaustic art, ebru,
leatherworking) and modern (digital art, VR) artistic techniques;

- Equip exhibition areas (display cases, stands, lighting) for showcasing students’ works.
6.3. Organization of Educational Programs:

- Conduct regular workshops involving professional artists and artisans;

- Develop inclusive programs for children with special needs (tactile workshops, adapted
courses);

- Implement career guidance sessions introducing students to career opportunities in the
arts.

6.4. Conducting Cultural and Social Events:

- Organize exhibitions, art festivals, and open workshops for residents of the district;

- Create an online platform for publishing participants' works and sharing experiences;
- Involve parents and the local community through joint projects

(e.g., family workshops).

6.5. Fostering Environmental Awareness:

- Include workshops on creating art objects from secondary materials in the program;

- Conduct thematic events dedicated to sustainable development and respect for nature.
6.6. Monitoring and Evaluating Project Effectiveness

- Regularly collect feedback from participants through surveys and discussions;

- Analyze trends in teenage engagement, their level of creative growth, and social




adaptation;

- Adjust the program based on the data to best meet the needs of the target audience.
6.7. Developing Partnership Ties

- Engage local artists, cultural centers, and educational institutions in joint events;
6.8. Create a Volunteer Program to support the project and expand its audience.

These tasks are aimed at comprehensively solving the identified problems and ensuring
the sustainable development of the Art Space as a center for creativity, education, and
social integration.

- Volunteer programs: engaging students and activists to assist in organizing events;
| - Online platform: publication of works, discussion of ideas, virtual exhibitions.
8.5. Monitoring and Development:

- Participant surveys: evaluation of class effectiveness, program adjustments;

- Partnership projects: cooperation with local artists, schools, cultural centers.
Outcome: The project will unite 500+ participants annually, offering them creative
development, social integration, and new professional opportunities.
